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Student enters as a research student in October of the year of arrival in Japan and takes the graduate school entrance
examination in January of the following year.

Successful applicants will be admitted to the Master's course or the Doctoral course in April, and the scholarship
will be paid for the period (standard term of study) required to complete the course.
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Master's course: 2 years and 6 months (including 6 months as a research student.)
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Doctoral course: 3 years and 6 months (including 6 months as a research student.)
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If a recipient desires to proceed to further degree, outstanding academic achievement that meets certain criteria
may apply for extension of the scholarship period for advanced study and may have the scholarship period extended
upon a successful examination by MEXT.

Please note that not all applicants will automatically be given an extension for scholarship, and that you should be
aware of further reservations listed below.
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The extension of the scholarship period will be permitted only if the successful student has passed an entrance

examination for a regular degree course at a graduate school in which they wish to enroll and expresses his/her
intention to enroll in the course.
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Non-regular students cannot extend the scholarship period as they stay in non-regular courses.
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Students who are admitted to advanced courses without receiving approval for the extension of the
scholarship period for advanced study cannot be granted the extension of the scholarship period. (In such
cases, it is possible for the students to be enrolled in advanced courses as a privately-financed student.)
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Entering a graduate school of another university is not allowed when moving up to the Doctoral course from a
Master's course. (However, entering a graduate school of another university as a privately-financed student is
permitted.)
